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We Don’t Need No Education 

   “Do we need education?” – nowadays the answer to this question seems to be rather obvious. As a result, the song was prohibited by country’s government.  

  I think that in this particular video the accent is made on the fact how the system of education shouldn’t look like, in other words, teachers are not supposed to yell at their students and make them a spineless herd that has to repeat word to word after the teacher, and nothing besides that. That’s not the way the system works. Every person has a right to express his creativity, innovative ideas and any thoughts that can be of special interest to the society.
